Planning at BJS is in PPT form.  
Planning must include: 
· Knowledge Organiser 
· Previous knowledge quiz (~5 questions to include one from previously taught topic) 
· Learning journey
· LO/BSG (at beginning and end), teaching slides, tasks, round-up/plenary  
· Notes and key questions/misconceptions included for each slide
	Books and Presentation.
Spellings/corrections/responses from previous lesson to be completed using a blue pen.

Short or long date written and underlined with a ruler and LO/BSG slip glued in.  

Humanities should be taught weekly.

Only stick trimmed worksheets into books where necessary.


	Displays
Displays should be changed for each new unit.

Displays should include: 
· Subject specific vocabulary 
· Stimulus title/poster/images
· Children’s work
· Photographs of children working




	Assessment
All work should be marked and BSGs to be ticked and LO highlighted in green. 
 
Maximum of three spellings to be highlighted, spelt correctly for pupils to practise X3 at the beginning of the next lesson.  

Examples of where the child has met the LO to be highlighted in green.

Mid point assessments should be completed to determine whether planning needs to be changed to address any misconceptions. Date sheets should be completed following this to inform next time the unit is taught.



	Lesson Structure:

	Lesson beginning:
Lesson should begin with a mini quiz.  This can be in the form of questions, true or false statements, multiple choice.
Following slides should include: KO, learning journey and LO/BSG slip.

	Main Part of lesson:

Main teaching slides should include a good mix of information from a variety of high-quality resources (not Twinkl), videos, questions, concept cartoons and clear task/s to be carried out by the pupils.  Pupils should be carrying out the same task.  Scaffolding resources should be provided for children that may need help to complete the task. Extension activity available for those that finish the main task.

	End of lesson:

· Provide answers for tasks, children mark themselves using blue pen, if appropriate.
· Slide/s as a plenary/round-up for lesson. This can be as a mini quiz, concept cartoon, next-step discussion, picture to label, discussion on any misconceptions.
· LO/BSG to be discussed and children to tick as to how they think they did in the lesson.
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
