	Planning
The music scheme that we use is called ‘Sing Up’. It is all website based and easy to navigate.
· Children should have an hour of music tuition a week. Singing assembly accounts for 15 mins of this, so lessons should be 45 minutes long.
· Download the PowerPoint and check that the links work – there can be several different videos and teaching tools, so having them tabbed up ready can be useful.
· If you are using instruments, make sure they are there and ready.
	Books and Presentation.

Some manuscript books per class to record different rhythms and ideas during composition or group work.
Pictures and videos for recording purposes. 
Hopefully, can create a folder with their work on Teams.
Classroom set up – carpet where you can or chairs in a half circle.


	Displays
 
There is no need for a music display in your classroom. However, photos from lessons would be appreciated for the display in the Hall.



	Assessment
Sing Up has three assessment points built into the curriculum throughout the year. There are assessment sheets which can be filled out for these three units in October, February and June. Alternatively, videos and performances can be enough.



	Lesson Structure:

	Lesson beginning:
Every lesson, look at the overview of the unit to remind children what we have accomplished so far. Please do go through the different musical vocabulary at the beginning of the power point to help embed it. Look at the LO together and then do a warmup with the class. This can be the one suggested on the PPT but there are plenty on the Sing Up website to choose from and it helps get their voices and bodies ready for the lesson.


	Main Part of lesson:
The main part of the lesson will often involve either learning the main song or piece the unit is based on or recapping it.  If body percussion was used in the last lesson, get the children to add the rhythms they can remember into the song. If learning a song or piece for the first time, train the children in ‘active listening’ – ie. What can you hear apart from the tune, is there harmony, or a bass line, what instruments can you identify etc. In most lessons the children will then be split into groups to practice, add in beats or rhythms or compose their own version. Sing Up will often encourage children to improvise and compose. Improvisation = trying things out, not recording. Composing is the next step, honing an improvisation, fitting it with other beats etc and recording it.

	End of lesson:
 Leave plenty of time for showing and sharing performances at the end. Record performances and even rehearsals. Sing Up often ends the lesson with a short video or song from the era / genre you have been looking at which is often a nice way to tie up the lesson.
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
