	At Brackley Junior School, we recognise that our context as a small town school with relatively low diversity means it is especially important that children develop an understanding of the wider world beyond their immediate experiences. The principles of the protected characteristics and the fundamental British Values are woven throughout our curriculum and daily school life. Through deliberate teaching, purposeful experiences and a broad range of curricular opportunities, we help children to develop tolerance, celebrate difference, challenge stereotypes and understand their responsibilities within modern Britain.

	Religion or belief – We ensure that any religious content in Art is treated with respect and ensure an even unbiased coverage of different religions. We also use art and design as a creative way to experience a variety of festivals and traditions.

Disability – We believe that children are capable of being an Artist regardless of any specific educational need or disability and respond appropriately to pupil’s diverse learning needs.  We ensure that our lessons are adapted to suit the needs of SEND learners by planning smaller steps to achieve the learning goal or providing appropriate resources. (Van Gough – mental health Yr6) 
We ensure that children study artists with disabilities themselves alongside other artists. (Charlie French- Y4)

Age – We respect pupils’ capabilities to be independent learners.  From Year 3 to Year 6 we provide children with exciting opportunities to be Artists with hands on experiences and high-quality learning.

Sex 
We provide equal encouragement, representation, and challenge for all pupils. Our curriculum celebrates male, and female, ensuring that pupils see a wide range of artistic voices and understand that creativity is not limited by gender. (Rosie Hartley Yr 3, Marela Zacarias amongst others Y4) 

Race and Ethnicity
We ensure that the artists and artistic traditions studied reflect the diversity of Britain and the wider world. Pupils explore art from multiple cultures, time periods, and backgrounds, deepening their understanding of identity, heritage and global perspectives. 	Mutual Respect and Tolerance
In the art and design classroom, the children behave in a way that positively affects the work and productivity of others. When giving feedback, all are constructive and respectful of others’ feelings and viewpoints. We understand people have different views, opinions, and that that these make them who they are. We are tolerant to such views and opinions and apply these attitudes when working with those who have different faiths and beliefs.
The Rule of Law
We understand the school rules and guidelines and recognise their importance in keeping ourselves and our peers safe. During projects and activities, we access our tools and materials making sure we are following class rules.
