Brackley Junior School British Values and Protected Characteristics: History
	At Brackley Junior School, we recognise that our context as a small town school with relatively low diversity means it is especially important that children develop an understanding of the wider world beyond their immediate experiences. We are committed to ensuring that pupils learn about, appreciate and respect the diverse society they are part of.
The principles of the protected characteristics and the fundamental British Values are woven throughout our curriculum and daily school life. Through deliberate teaching, purposeful experiences and a broad range of curricular opportunities, we help children to develop tolerance, celebrate difference, challenge stereotypes and understand their responsibilities within modern Britain.

	Religion or belief – When teaching History, we ensure the children understand the religious beliefs of the time periods studied, acknowledging how they link to other periods of time and how they compare to the modern day.  Through teaching, we learn about how religious beliefs were used as a catalyst for conflict, such as Judaism in WW2. We teach children that religious tolerance is vital and a lack can lead to conflict.

Disability – We believe that children are capable of being an Historian regardless of any specific educational need or disability and respond appropriately to pupil’s diverse learning needs.  We ensure that our lessons are adapted to suit the needs of SEND learners by planning smaller steps to achieve the learning goal or provide appropriate resources. 
We ensure that children with disabilities are given opportunities to engage with History outside of the classroom through visits or visitors to school. 
Age – We respect pupil’s capabilities to be independent learners.  From Foundation to Year 6 we provide children with exciting opportunities to be an Historian with hands on experiences and high-quality learning
Race and ethnicity – We teach the children the challenges that different races and ethnicities have faced throughout history. We consider how this has changed people’s view of race today and how we can learn from the past. We celebrate the inspirational lives of people of different race in our locality, such as Walter Tull and Frank Anderson. (Antisemitism WW2 Yr6, Shang Dynasty- Y4) 
Gender – Through our History teaching, we look at how the role of men and women have changed over time and how gender was not always a protected characteristic, i.e. Romans (Role of women 1930-1950 Yr6). 
	Mutual Respect and Tolerance
When teaching Cause and Effect, we learn to appreciate and discuss the difference in societal structures between historical periods studied. We learn the impact of religious intolerance i.e. WW2
Individual liberty
Through History lessons, we teach how an individual’s liberty depended on the person’s place in a hierarchical society, for example, Ancient Egypt. We consider how this compares to other periods and today. We look at examples of how individual liberty was restricted (Persecution of minorities during WW2 - Yr6)
Rule of Law
We look at how laws have changed in different societies and different cultures in including the role of the Monarch in this country (the reformation). (Establishment of Fuhrer role in the Nazi party – Yr6) (Year 3 Greeks-democracy)



Democracy
We look at whether democracy existed in the civilisations studied (Ancient Greece) and compare this to life in modern Britain (Social triangle – Ancient Egypt Yr6).
