	At Brackley Junior School, we recognise that our context as a small town school with relatively low diversity means it is especially important that children develop an understanding of the wider world beyond their immediate experiences. The principles of the protected characteristics and the fundamental British Values are woven throughout our curriculum and daily school life. Through deliberate teaching, purposeful experiences and a broad range of curricular opportunities, we help children to develop tolerance, celebrate difference, challenge stereotypes and understand their responsibilities within modern Britain.

	Religion or belief – When teaching Computing, we explore different theories sensitively and ensure that children’s personal faiths are not challenged.  We use different approaches when teaching to celebrate diversity, ensure tolerance and we use our knowledge of the experience of each individual child to inform planning.
Disability – We believe that children are capable of being computer specialists regardless of any specific educational need or disability and respond appropriately to pupil’s diverse learning needs.  We ensure that our lessons are adapted to suit the needs of SEND learners by planning smaller steps to achieve the learning goal or providing appropriate resources. 
We ensure that children with disabilities are given opportunities to engage with Computing outside of the classroom through visits or visitors. 

	Mutual Respect and Tolerance
When teaching Computing, in the context of Online Safety, the children learn about the need to respect each other and the importance of respectful communication online. We appreciate and understand the views of others, our right to challenge, question and discuss opinions and views, and to do this in a respectable and thoughtful way (year 3 Internet Safety)
The Rule of Law
In Computing, we understand the use of rules on when accessing the internet, such as when we are allowed to use social media and what we are allowed to post and share. We understand that rules are to keep others and ourselves safe and to help the internet to be an enjoyable and engaging place. (Copyright laws – Y4 and Yr6)
Individual Liberty 
In Computing, we understand how to use our right to freedom of speech in a respectable and thoughtful way, being considerate of how this speech will affect others. We understand the freedom the internet and computers offer us in discovering information and connecting us with the world.
Democracy
In computing we are learning to understand and be considerate to the views of other internet users. We understand that we are each part of the democracy of the internet and that we can each, in our own small way, affect the way the internet exists.
