	At Brackley Junior School, we recognise that our context as a small town school with relatively low diversity means it is especially important that children develop an understanding of the wider world beyond their immediate experiences. The principles of the protected characteristics and the fundamental British Values are woven throughout our curriculum and daily school life. Through deliberate teaching, purposeful experiences and a broad range of curricular opportunities, we help children to develop tolerance, celebrate difference, challenge stereotypes and understand their responsibilities within modern Britain.

	Religion or belief – When teaching PSHE, we look at different religions and cultures, but also learn to respect those characteristics and their important to their societies. 
Disability – We believe that children are capable of learning through PSHE regardless of any specific educational need or disability and respond appropriately to pupil’s diverse learning needs.  We ensure that our lessons are adapted to suit the needs of SEND learners by planning smaller steps to achieve the learning goal or provide resources. 
We ensure that children with disabilities are given opportunities to engage with PSHE outside of the classroom through visits or school experiences. (Year 3 Diversity Week, mental health day Y3-6, odd socks day Y3-6, children’s Mental Health Week – Y3-6)
Age – We respect pupil’s capabilities to be independent learners.  Throughout KS2, we provide children with exciting opportunities in PSHE with hands on experiences and high-quality learning.

	Mutual Respect and Tolerance
Mutual respect is taught through PSHE when children take part in group discussions and activities. Children are taught to take into account the thoughts and feelings of others, so they can speak freely. Children are encouraged to respect and understand the faiths and beliefs of others. (Year 3 Relationships, friendships), Protective Behaviours (Y3-6), feelings and emotions unit Y4, appropriate touch – Y3, Y4, A world Without Judgement Y4)
The Rule of Law
Children are taught the importance of being a law-abiding citizen. Children are given the opportunity to discuss various British laws and understand how they fit into society. (Alcohol – Yr6, exploring the working world- Y4, being responsible unit- Y4, Safer Internet Day Y3-6, Online bullying unit Y4)
Democracy 
Children learn about having a voice within their community and the importance of listening to the views of others.
Democracy is a huge part of PSHE, as PSHE teaches children to give their opinions and to empathise with other people.

Individual Liberty 
Children are encouraged to be openminded and consider the thoughts and feelings of others. Children are taught how to make life choices and exercise their rights as an individual in society, for example the benefits of healthy eating in Year 5. PSHE enables children to feel more confident, so they make speak freely and be honest about their opinions and how they feel. (NSPCC PANTS- Y3-6)
