	At Brackley Junior School, we recognise that our context as a small town school with relatively low diversity means it is especially important that children develop an understanding of the wider world beyond their immediate experiences. We are committed to ensuring that pupils learn about, appreciate and respect the diverse society they are part of.
The principles of the protected characteristics and the fundamental British Values are woven throughout our curriculum and daily school life. Through deliberate teaching, purposeful experiences and a broad range of curricular opportunities, we help children to develop tolerance, celebrate difference, challenge stereotypes and understand their responsibilities within modern Britain.

	Religion or belief – When teaching RE, we look at different religions and cultures, but also teach to respect those characteristics and their important to their societies. We teach the children the core principles of different religions and do not cast bias or influence on any. 
(Judaism, Islam, Christianity, Humanism, Hinduism)
Disability – We believe that children are capable of being religious scholars regardless of any specific educational need or disability and respond appropriately to pupil’s diverse learning needs.  We ensure that our lessons are adapted to suit the needs of SEND learners by planning smaller steps to achieve the learning goal or provide resources. 
We ensure that children with disabilities are given opportunities to engage with Religious Education outside of the classroom through visits or school experiences. 
Age – We respect pupil’s capabilities to be independent learners.  Throughout KS2, we provide children with exciting opportunities to be religious scholars with hands on experiences and high-quality learning.
Sex - Through teaching RE we explore the roles, responsibilities and expectations that different religions have for all genders. 

	Mutual Respect and Tolerance
Children learn about the main religions and are taught respect and understanding for the cultures, beliefs, opinions and traditions or others. Mutual respect is taught and given when children are expressing their opinions and beliefs. Children are taught and encouraged to show respect to each other’s beliefs, feelings and opinions. For example in Year 5, Children consider questions about identity and belonging. Children learn about the main religions and are taught respect and understanding for the cultures, beliefs, opinions and traditions or others. 
The Rule of Law
In RE pupils examine different codes for living and consider the value of the rule of law where all people are equal before the law. 
Democracy 
The RE classroom is a democratic classroom where all pupils have an equal right to be heard and democracy is modelled by the teacher
Individual Liberty 
Children will learn that Religion is a good case study of the balance between individual liberty and the greater good.
