	We believe that as a small, rural village school, we recognise that children need to broaden their knowledge of life beyond their own context and environment. 	Religion or belief – When teaching Science, in the substantive knowledge of Evolution and Inheritance, we explore different theories sensitively and ensure that children’s personal faiths are not challenged. (Charles Darwin – Yr6) 
Disability – We believe that children are capable of being Scientist regardless of any specific educational need or disability and respond appropriately to pupil’s diverse learning needs.  We ensure that our lessons are adapted to suit the needs of SEND learners by planning smaller steps to achieve the learning goal or providing appropriate resources. 
We ensure that children with disabilities are given opportunities to engage with Science outside of the classroom through visits or visitors. 
Age – We respect pupils’ capabilities to be independent learners.  Throughout Key Stage 2, we provide children with exciting opportunities to be scientists with hands on experiences and high-quality learning.
Sex- We learn about famous female scientists such as Mary Anning and Marie Curie. 
	Mutual Respect and Tolerance
When learning and investigating during Science lessons, the children work as a team, supporting each other and sharing ideas and opinions. We look at scientific discoveries which have come from other cultures and discuss how religious beliefs often compete with scientific understanding.
The Rule of Law
In our Science lessons, we learn and understand the importance of following safety rules when working scientifically. Science lessons help children to understand the consequences of their actions, which in turn, helps them to apply this understanding to their own lives.
Democracy
In the Science classroom, we learn through our lessons to take into consideration the views and opinions of others. We take turns and instructions from others. (Theory of Evolution – Yr6)


Individual Liberty
In Science we learn to confidently share our own opinions and ideas and respect the opinions of others. Within our lessons pupils are encouraged to make their own choices when planning an investigation and recognise that others may have different points of view.
